2012 Annual Meeting

January 15, 2012

Minutes

Senior Warden Tom Stoever called the meeting to order at 10:38 am.

A quorum was declared to exist on the basis of the number of people present at the meeting and the number of paper and electronic ballots received prior to the meeting.
Senior Warden Tom Stoever introduced the clergy and vestry members present.

Minutes of the 2011 Annual Meeting: a motion was made and seconded to dispense with the reading of and accept the minutes of the 2011 annual meeting. A spelling correction in one parishioner’s name was noted. The motion to dispense with the reading of the minutes and accept them with the noted amendment was adopted.
The candidates for the vestry were introduced: Susan Chenier, Suni Devitt, David Grey, Abby Humphrey, Larry Kueter, Ned Rule, Kaye Siemers, and John van Camp. 

The lead tellers, Ann and Dick Fisher, were introduced and ballots were collected from those present who had not previously submitted them. Senior Warden Stoever noted that with the introduction of electronic balloting this year, more parish members participated in the vestry election this year than in the past.

Senior Warden’s Report: Tom Stoever presented a series of pictures illustrating the mission and ministry at the Cathedral during the past year. He noted that we had been very busy completing the celebration of Saint John’s 150th anniversary; the 100th anniversary of the present cathedral building; the return of the Platt-Rogers organ from its period of restoration; the visit by Presiding Bishop, the Most Rev. Dr. Katharine Jefferts Schori; the close of the capital campaign that raised close to $4 million; the restoration and repair work on the cathedral campus; the expansion of our mission and ministry in Denver, in Colorado, and elsewhere in the world; and the coming introduction of Cathedral Nite. Particular thanks were given to Mary Frances Kelley and Mary Ellen Williams for revamping the financial accounting system to highlight how our funds are used to support our mission and ministry and the revision of the budgeting process by the Vestry’s Finance Committee and Sub-dean Drew Van Culin. He noted that new ways of raising money are being pursued. Junior Warden Frank Scott is heading up a strategic planning initiative that will make great strides in the coming year. Stoever particularly thanked Mary Frances Kelley for her service as Treasurer and noted that Mary Ellen Williams will be assuming this position. He also thanked Mitch Connolly for his 3 years of service and support while on the vestry.
Treasurer’s Report: Mary Ellen Williams presented the Treasurer’s Report. The slides she used during her presentation are on pages 24 and 25 of the Annual Report. The 2012 budget is balanced and contains reserve funds for the forthcoming liability for increased staff health insurance expenses as required by the General Convention.
Junior Warden’s Report: Frank Scott began by thanking all those who participate in the Cathedral’s mission and ministry throughout the year. The strategic planning for the coming year, titled 151+, God’s Dream for our Future, will focus on who we are, where we want to go, what’s important to us, and how do we get there. We need everyone’s visions and dreams for the future and well as specific ideas on how to achieve these visions and dreams. A period of collection of these visions, dreams, and ideas will occur for the next 3-4 months followed by a period of reflection and discernment on the concepts provided during April and May. During the summer, specific plans for going forward will be communicated to the congregation in order that specific plans and initiatives can begin on Saint John’s Day in the Fall. 
Dean’s Awards: Dean Eaton gave thanks to many, starting with the love and support received from his wife, Kate, and in particular for her nationally recognized work on the Wilderness Service. He then thanked his clergy colleagues and the staff, in particular noting the significantly improved communications by Mike Orr during his short time with us. He praised Ann Jones’ Glory in the Wilderness book on the art at the Cathedral.

Other Business: none
Questions: what is the status of the sale of the Hook organ? Although a Denver parish had been interested in purchasing the Hook organ, they decided that the physical alterations required to provide space for the organ were not possible.
